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Warwickshire Table Tennis Association

Warwickshire Team Championship Rules
1. A new Warwickshire Team Championship will be held for the first time in 2010/11.
2. The competition will be a straight (non handicap) competition for three aside teams. All players must have played in one of Warwickshire’s leagues during the season but not necessarily in the same team or league. Teams are advised to nominate more than three players so that reserves are available. This is not compulsory but as explained below there is a financial penalty for not fielding a full team.
3. The competition will be a ‘masters’ type event for the top six teams held on Saturday 16 April 2011 at Colebridge Young Peoples Club. 
4. Each team match will be the best of nine individual matches.
5. Entry fee will be £45 but £25 will be refunded to the team provided it puts out a full team in all matches.  The remainder of the entry fee will be split 2/3rds to the winner and 1/3rd to the runner-up. The Association will pay the administrative costs of the competition.
6. The competition will have a knockout format. 
7. A maximum of six teams will compete in the main competition. Two teams will be seeded 1 and 2 and receive byes to semi finals in opposite halves of the draw. The remaining two semi final places will be taken by the winners of the two quarter finals into which the remaining four teams will be drawn. 
8. The schedule for the main competition will be approximately:-
· 10am Two quarter finals 
· 1pm Two semi finals – Seeds 1 and 2 will each play a semi final against a quarter final winner.
· 4pm Final.

9. If there are more than six entries knockout qualifying matches will be held as necessary a week or two prior to the main competition. The teams to take part in the qualifying matches and the pairings will be by draw except that the two seeds will be exempt and go direct into the final competition. Teams will mutually agree the dates for qualifying matches. The first team drawn will be the home team and choose and provide the venue. 
10.. The winning team will be recognised as the Team Champions of Warwickshire and receive the Maurice Goldstein Trophy.
