Minutes of the 2007 Annual General Meeting

1. Apologies received: John Chandler, Neil Wheatley.
    Those attending: Tim Fell, Alan Healey, Malcolm Macfarlane, Dorothy Macfarlane, Bob Montgomery, Stanley Parr (Vice President), Paul Rouse, Geoff Taylor (President), Caroline Williams, Estyn Williams, Dave Palmer.
2. Minutes of the 2006 AGM:  Minutes of the 2006 AGM were accepted as correct and approved.
3. Any matters arising from the minutes of the 2006 AGM. There were no matters arising.
4. County Chairman’s Report:  Following EW’s report, there was a discussion on ways in which the WTTA website could be further utilised.  It was suggested that:

· Summarised minutes of WTTA executive meetings should be posted on the website; 
· a list of those people willing to help could also be included on the website;

· a means by which people could be encouraged to sign up to help WTTA;

· the Website should obtain an email contact list of officials across the County; and 
· the possibility of obtaining email names and addresses of as many as possible on all entry forms to allow a county-wide email circulation system to be set up.

5. County Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer MM submitted his 2006/7 figures to the meeting, which confirmed an excellent return against the previous 12 months, mainly due to profits received from local hosting of county week-ends.  
6. County General Secretary’s Report:  AH: The General Secretary thanked the meeting for the support that he had received during the past 12 months.
7. County Match Secretary’s / Captains Report: MM reported the results of the County Championships for 2006/07 and reminded the meeting that the County Trials are scheduled to take place on the week-end of 8/9 September 2007, at Leamington.
8. County Umpire Secretary’s Report: BM referred to the sad loss of his friend and fellow County Umpire Frank Stevens, who passed away earlier in the year.  RM also voiced his concern that the number of qualified County Umpires had diminished to a new low and expressed his view that something should be done to produce more qualified County Umpires, to share the load at county week-ends, tournaments, etc.  County Umpire duties would continue to be covered where possible, by himself and Geoff Taylor.  In particular, there was a need for umpires to attend Draycote for the Cadet Premier matches.
9. County Coaching Officers Report: No Report – (position currently vacant). 
10. Competition Secretary’s Report:  GT confirmed that 8 teams had competed in last season’s Mackie Team Handicap Cup.  The Final was held at Phoenix between Nalgo (Nuneaton +0) and Copsewood (Leamington +54 ½ points), which Copsewood won by 6 points.  There was a discussion about the future of the actual Mackie Cup, which needed a new base, which would cost £80 and the format of the competition.  
11. County Publicity Secretary’s Report:  CW reported that, despite regular contributions of copy submitted to the ETTA  ‘Table Tennis News’ monthly magazine, only small amounts of copy had been printed, which was disappointing.

14. Election of WTTA President: Geoff Taylor was re-elected unanimously.
