3. County Chairman’s report
EW started by reminding the AGM that:

· Stan Parr had attended last year’s AGM but had sadly died since then.
· Kelly Sibley’s success, she was number 1 most of the year and actually was first reserve for the Olympics
· Biggest success in county championships, with Cadets runners-up in Premier despite not having any cadets in top 20 of ranking list
· Seniors won Division 2 after several attempts and are delighted to be in Division 1 for the next season
· Not so happy that Juniors came bottom of division 1 and will now play in division 2
· Over 60 did well in Division 1 as did Veterans and Senior B in their divisions.
· Proposal to reduce the number of Junior and Cadet girls from 2 to 1 in the County Championships which we opposed was defeated last month
· Warwickshire Championships is a really good tournament, with a good feel, good atmosphere, 80+ entries, and second time in November which seems popular.
· The Rules have now been sorted out 
· Website going well
· Warwickshire Schools another excellent event
4. General Secretary’s report
As we all know we recently lost our General Secretary, who we want to thank for his sterling service for many years.  NW agreed to contact Alan Healey regarding past papers.
5. Warwickshire Championships
DM reminded the AGM that no-one is presently organised to do the refreshments at the Warwickshire Championships as Carol Meredith, who has done it for many years, is no longer able to do so.  It was agreed to contact Rugby, Eathorpe and Nuneaton Youth club, one of whom might be willing in providing food and drink in order to raise funds for their club.
6. County Treasurer’s report
MM reported that:

· It had been a good year finishing £618.08 in profit.
· Championships had made £200 in profit

· Also a small profit from the Schools event.  This might be split in future over 2 nights in order to give a better night for the players, though we then would have to increase the fees from £3.50 to £4.00 to cover the increased costs.  Agreed.

· More expenditure expected next year, especially team fees for Senior A, who will have 3 Saturdays, and Senior B, who will have 2 trips away.

· We have a healthy reserve to cover the increased costs.

The AGM thanked the Treasurer for his good work.
