9. County Championships report
· Senior B 15 November beat Gloucester 7-3, drew with Worcester 5-5 and lost to Avon 8-2

· Vets Div 3A have played first session won 1, drew 2 and lost 1 so in 6th position out of 8 but as the division is very tight are only 2 points off the top place.  Still to play 3 matches at Draycote on 7th February

· Over 60 lost 10-0 to Worcestershire, but played better at Halifax winning 3 and losing 2 (overall win 3 lost 3) with Yorks 2 still to play in new year.  (NB Plays 3 men 1 woman with 7 singles, 2 mixed doubles and a mens doubles and all the men must be used in the doubles) 

· To play: - next weekend Senior A at Draycote with 7 matches, single weekend;  next Saturday Junior A 3 matches at Harlow; Cadet Premier February 2009

10. County Umpires’ report

· BM, GT and DM umpired at the British League at Hinckley and at the Junior British League at Wolverhampton.

· GT reported that Inky Moss is really keen to umpire and did a lot at the Warwickshire Closed.  IM still has to be CRB checked.

13. West Midlands Regional Committee report
Meeting was held on 11 September.  Chris Newton reported that £25,000 was given to each local authority for sports coaching (which includes table tennis) and other funds may also be available.  Various interschool tournaments have taken place in Birmingham.  A coaching course in Rugby has been set up and some money given to Jo Outhwaite to run the schools tournaments.
WTTA website needs to make it clear that Birmingham and Solihull schools count as West Midlands; whilst Coventry and Warwickshire schools count as Warwickshire for ESTTA (John Arden at ESTTA to be contacted for clarification).
