As position still unclear, proposed rule changes re fees to be delayed to 2011 WTTA AGM for operation in 2011/12 season.  Agreed no other possible rule changes this year.  CW reported no problems expected for holding AGM.

16. Possible county team championship 

Agreed in principle with amendments: team not club championship; entry fees to be charged eg £45 a team , £25 refunded after team attends.  This will provide prize monies eg if 6 entries 6 x (£45 - £25) = £120, 1st prize £75, 2nd prize £45.  No seeding. Teams of 3, playing 9 single matches. WTTA to fund venue, balls, trophy (Mackie Cup + 3 individual ones).  Agreed that Colebridge would run it April / May 2011.  EW to do a revised draft for discussion.

NW enquired if the Heart of England Cadet League was affiliated to ETTA and position re Individual Membership.  Advised it is not affiliated but that all players (as they are league members) will be player members of ETTA, so no problem.
